Obtaining a Mississippi Driver’s License for

Non-native Residents

(1)You have a valid driver’s license from another U.S. state

Please bring the following items when applying for your new license:

· Current driver’s license

· Proof of residence in Mississippi (water, electric or gas bill with your address)

· Social Security number (possession of a social security number allows for a 4 year license; without a social security number you may obtain a 1 year license)

The written and driving tests may be waived but an eye exam is required.  The cost for the license is USD $20 (cash).  The license is renewable.

(2)You do not have a U.S. driver’s license or a Social Security number but you do have a Japanese driver’s license and an International driver’s license

Please bring the following items when applying for your new license:

· Japanese driver’s license

· International driver’s license (required as it translates your native country license information)

· Passport containing proper visa documentation

· Proof of residence in Mississippi (water, electric or gas bill with your address)

You will be required to take the written and driving tests and an eye exam.  The written test is offered in Japanese if requested.  The cost for the license is USD $10 (cash).  The license is valid for 1 year and is renewable upon proper INS documentation.

(3) You do not request a driver’s license but would like a State I.D. (Identification) card

Please bring above mentioned support documents based on either category.

The fee for a 1 year I.D. card is USD $10 (cash).  The fee for a 4 year I.D. card is USD $13 (cash).
